Women all over the world in general and Indian
women in particular have been facing different
problems. A recent report titled "'Women and Children
in India'" and a nearly simultaneous Productivity
highlight the international importance being given to
the problems of the India women.

Unfortunately, both the reports fail to either
convey a fresh understanding of the issue or to suggest
innovative and workable approaches for women's
development. The former is because the reports restrict
themselves to old statistics. We are told, for example,
that the ratio of women to men remains below its
natural level and that it is related to other parameters,
such as the level of literacy and the availability of
primary health care.

The failure to suggest a fresh approach is less
understandable given that a variety of approaches to
women's development has been tried out all over the
world. In India, the state has made a strong political
and economic commitment to women. In 1990, the
National Commission of Women was established. In
1969 two major policy documents were released. Ever
since the Sixth Five Year Plan there has been a special
section on socio—economic programmes for women.
Poverty alleviation programmes have a 30% target for
women. Special programmes like Development of
Women and Children Rural Areas have also been start-
ed.

These government and other approaches have
had mixed results. For examples, certain organisation's
approach of using bank credit to organise self-
employed women has worked well. So did women's
literacy programmes in Kerala. On the other hand,
some of the legislated reforms like dowry prohibition
have not worked well. The issue of whether women
should be identified as separate participator in the
development process is also not free from controversy.

In this context, it is disappointing to read in one
of the reports that one of the Government's targets for
1989-95 ought to be faster "an ethos of caring in the
community not to let a child go to bed hunger, be
subjected to a preventable opportunity-this could not
mark the beginning of a social process towards a more
humane order".

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'""No Need to panic': India Has Coal Stocks For Over 30
Days, Says Report

New Delhi: India has enough coal stocks to meet more than 30 days of demands
and there i1s no need to panic, Government sources told. They said, 72.5 million
tonnes of coal stocks are there with Coal India Ltd. Power plants in India still
have 10 days of stock and the country has coal stock of more than 30 days, the
sources added. Energy demand rose due to early summer and the recovery in
the economy. Coal production has increased 20-22% in the month of April.

Earlier All India Power Engineers Federation has said that Thermal Power
plants across the country are grappling with coal shortages, indicating a loom-
ing power crisis in the country.

Shailendra Dubey, Chairman of AIPEF said that as per Central Electricity
Authority's latest daily coal report, the coal stock at 81 out of a total of 150 ther-
mal power stations using domestic coal is critical as per guidelines. The condi-
tion of the private sector thermal plants is equally bad as the coal stock of 28
out of 54 plants is in a critical stage.

Electricity demand has shot up due to the reopening and as the country heads
towards the peak summer season, but supply has been disrupted due to the
reduced availability of railway rakes to transport coal and lower coal imports.
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Gujarat MLA Jignesh Mevani Arrested By Assam Police
Late Night Over Tweet

Ahmedabad: Gujarat MLA Jignesh Mevani was arrested by the Assam Police
late last night, reportedly on a complaint by a BJP leader over now-removed
tweets on Prime Minister Narendra Modi.

Mr Mevani was arrested from a Circuit House in Palanpur at around 11.30 pm
on Wednesday and taken to Ahmedabad, from where he was flown to Assam.
Arup Kumar Dey, a BJP leader from Kokrajhar in Assam, had filed a complaint
against him.

"Kokrajhar police arrested Congress Vadgam MLA Jignesh Mevani from
Palanpur Circuit House last night," Kokrajhar Superintendent of Police Thube
Prateek Vijay Kumar told.

The FIR, lists charges like criminal conspiracy, promoting enmity between
communities, intentional insult with intent to provoke breach of peace and sec-
tions of the Information Technology Act.

BJP leader shot dead in Delhi's Mayur Vihar

BJP leader Jeetu Choudhary was shot outside his house in Delhi's Mayur Vihar
area. The BJP leader was allegedly shot at by unknown miscreants at around
8:15 pm. He was rushed to the hospital, where he was declared brought dead.

According to the police, at around 8:15 pm on Wednesday, the officials on
patrol duty noticed a gathering near pocket C-1, Mayur Vihar-1II, Delhi. In the
crowd, a person was found lying in a pool of blood. The victim was later iden-
tified as Jitender aka Jeetu Choudhary. The victim reportedly had gunshot
injuries. He was shifted to the hospital in a private vehicle. However, he was
declared brought dead.

Following the incident, the police investigated the crime scene. A few empty
cartridges and other crucial evidence have allegedly been recovered from the
spot. The police is on the lookout for eye witnesses and CCTV footage is being
recovered. Further investigation is underway.
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
