Unseasonal rain with lightning and thunderstorm in Mumbai

Mumbai: Unseasonal rain with lightning and thunderstorm lashed parts of

Mumbai in the wee hours of Thursday, bringing some respite from the hot

weather in the city. The city received light rain, while the western parts wit-

nessed heavy showers with lightning and thunder between 1 am to 2 am, they

said.

The Malwani fire station and Goregaon recorded 21 mm rainfall each, Borivali

fire station 19 mm, HBT Trauma Care Hospital (Jogeshwari) 17 mm, Marol fire

station 14 mm and Kandivali fire station 12 mm, an official said.  Due to intense

rain for a brief period, there was accumulation of water in some low lying areas. 

The corporation said there was no complaint of heavy waterlogging anywhere

in the city and suburbs.  According to some citizens, thunderstorm and strong

winds hit parts of Mumbai and as a result, trees and branches fell in some areas

like Marol. The tin sheets of some houses were also blown away by the wind in

Marol.

According to the Brihanmumbai Municipal Corporation (BMC), there was no

report of any injury due to the rain. The public transport services, including the

local trains and BEST buses, were running normally in the city and suburbs. 

27 fresh infections push Jharkhand's active COVID-19 case tally to 124

Ranchi: The number of active COVID-19 cases in Jharkhand crossed the 100-

mark as 27 more people tested positive for the infection, a health bulletin said

on Thursday. The state now has 124 active cases, while two persons have been

cured of the disease.
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The fresh infections pushed the total COVID-19 tally to 4,42,761. The death

toll, however, remained unchanged at 5,332 as no fresh fatality was reported.

The total number of recoveries since the outbreak of the disease in Jharkhand

was at 4,37,305. Ranchi recorded the highest number of fresh cases at 10, tak-

ing the number of active cases in the district to 48.

Five new cases were reported in East Singhbhum, four in Hazaribag, three in

Deoghar, two in Bokaro and one each in Koderma, Latehar and Ramgarh. Of

the 24 districts in the state, 14 now have active COVID-19 cases. Jharkhand has

tested 2,214 samples for COVID-19 in the last 24 hours, the bulletin added.

Karnataka polls: BJP fields four new faces in Udupi district

Mangaluru: With the announcement of Gururaj Gantihole, a partyman with

strong RSS background, as its candidate from Byndoor in Udupi, the ruling BJP

in Karnataka has presented four new faces from the coastal district, which was

swept by the party in the 2018 Assembly elections. Among the five seats in the

district, only Energy Minister V Sunil Kumar could get the party's renomination

from Karkala constituency.

In the prestigious Udupi seat, sitting MLA Raghupati Bhat was replaced by fire-

brand activist Yashpal Suvarna who has strong support among the party cadre

with his campaign for cow protection and the fight against hijab in educational

institutions that raged in the coastal district in early 2022.

Sitting MLA B M Sukumar Shetty was replaced by Gantihole in Byndoor, while

Kiran Kumar Kodgi, a nominee of sitting MLA Halady Srinivas Shetty, who

announced his retirement from electoral politics, was given ticket in Kundapur.

In Kaup, BJP fielded a new face in Gurme Suresh Shetty, replacing sitting MLA

Lalaji R Mendon. In Karkala, where the party retained minister V Sunil Kumar

as its candidate, a tough fight is expected in view of Sri Ram Sene chief Pramod

Muthalik's decision to contest polls. Bhat, who broke down before the media on

Wednesday, did not mention anything about the reported move to contest as an

independent.

In the 2018 Assembly elections, the BJP had won from all the five constituen-

cies in the district.
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
